London is the capital of the UK. It is located upon both banks of the river Thames. It is the largest city in Britain and the world’s seventh biggest city. It is a big port and most important commercial, manufacturing and cultural centre. Today Greater London 
(административно – территориальная единица, включает сам город и пригороды) consists of 33 separate boroughs, including the City, the West End and the East End. The City is the financial centre of the UK. In the East End there was the port of London. Another part of  London, the West End, is associated with wealth, luxury, and goods of high quality. It is the area of the largest department stores, cinemas and hotels. The West End is also famous for its historical places and parks. The most celebrated parks are Kensington Gardens with the Victorian Gothic Albert Memorial; Hyde Park, with its famous Speaker’s Corner; and Regent’s Park, home of the Zoological Gardens and Regent’s Canal.
London is the favourite destination of most visitors. A lot of tourists are attracted by its historic sites, museums and famous buildings.
Westminster Abbey, St.Paul's Cathedral and the Tower of London are the most popular places with foreigners. 

Westminster Abby is the crowning place of the kings and queens of Britain. It's also a place where British monarchs have been buried since the 13th century. Many other famous people are buried in Westminster Abby including statesmen, musicians and writers. Here in the Abby there is the Tomb of the Unknown Warrior, a symbol of the nation's grief. 

St.Paul's Cathedral is one of the best-known buildings designed by the famous English architect Sir Christopher Wren.

The Tower on the north bank of the Thames is one of the most ancient buildings of London. It was founded in the 11th century by William the Conqueror. For many centuries the Tower of London has been a fortress, a palace, a prison and royal treasury. It is now a museum. The Tower is guarded by Yeomen Warders(лейб-гвардейцы). 

The best place to see is Trafalgar Square. In the middle of it there is a column with Admiral Lord Nelson's statue on top. Behind Nelson's Column is the National Gallery, an art gallery in which you can find many old masters.
